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amounts of wood, contributing to destruction of 200,000 hectares of
Ethiopian forests each year. Smoke from these fires damages health &
contributes to global greenhouse emissions. EEL is sponsoring families
to switch to fuel efficient stoves. Women are trained to produce the
stoves & families are subsidised to buy them. Fuel efficient stoves use
half the wood of a traditional stove, reducing deforestation, CO2 emis-
sions, harmful health effects & time spent cooking.

Approximately 26,000 children & adults living in & around Nekemte
have avoidable or treatable blindness or poor vision. About 65% of
these would benefit from cataract surgery or just spectacles. The Eye
Clinic we helped establish examines around 50 people in outpatients
each weekday & 10 minor operations & 25 major surgeries are con-
ducted each week.

Last year 600 female orphans or semi orphans living in poor conditions
applied for sponsorship to study at college for a year. Sadly we have to
turn the majority down due to lack of funds. The last students that we
sponsored all received results above 75%.
