
Why your help is needed...  
* This year 600 female orphans or semi orphans living in poor condi-

tions applied for sponsorship to study at college for a year. Sadly 
we have to turn the majority down due to lack of funds. The last 
students that we sponsored all received results above 75%. 

* Wacha is a village 4km from Nekemte where many 

very poor women live collecting & selling firewood 
earning 10-12Birr a day (60p). To help improve the 
lives of these women and their families we are sup-

which offers loans and encourages saving. Growing 
vegetables is one of the activities we encourage to 
give families a healthy, varied diet with surplus being sold to gener-
ate income.  

* Many girls leave school when they reach puberty due to the poor 

sanitation  & lack of privacy at schools. By improving the water & 
sanitation situations & educating  children on hygiene many ill-
nesses can be avoided, & girls are able to continue their education. 

*  Approximately 26,000 children & adults living in & around 

Nekemte have avoidable or treatable blindness or poor vision. 
About 65% of these would benefit from cataract surgery or just 
spectacles. 

* Many children in Ethiopia do not have ac-

cess to suitable books; vital for their learning. 
The link encourages & supports the primary 
schools in Nekemte to set up and actively use 
libraries.
